The total of other judges is 461 years. The total of all judgeships in Israel to the 4th year of Solomon is
given in 1 Kings 6:1 as 480 years. Therefore 480 - 461 = 19. This leaves 19 years for the judgeship of
Samuel.

The calculation is confirmed by the fact that the 18th jubilee in Hezekiah's 16th year synchronizes exactly
with the beginning of cycles at creation and at the entry into the land of Israel:

                    882   ÷    49   =   18 exactly

KJV Acts 13:21 And afterward they desired a king:

The allusion in 1Samuel 13:1-3 to Leviticus 25:9 is even more remarkable in the 

Hebrew text.    This allusion is the closest match to the Leviticus passage anywhere in the 
scripture.  The next closest match (Isaiah 27:13) is also a Jubilee trumpet.  

This Jubilee was excatly 490 years after Israel crossed the Jordan River: 
1592 - 1102 = 490.   That is 7 x 7 x 10, or 70 sabbatical years and 10 Jubilees.  And 

490 years after this the Jubilee trumpet was blown in the 29th year of Josiah in 612 B.C. 
just after the fall of the Assyrian Empire with the taking of Nineveh (Isaiah 27:13). 

If one counts up all the sabbatic years in the reigns of the kings of Judah up to the 
Babylonian Exile of King Jehoiachin, then the Total Number is 70.   The exile began in 
597 B.C.   1102-598 = 505 / 7 = 72.   The correct number is 70 because 2 sabbatic periods 
in the   819-809 interregnum between the 29th year of Amaziah and the 1st of Uzziah are 
not counted. 

Israel rebelled against THE KING by choosing a king for 70 sabbatical years. 
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
