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Hezekiah, that is the ninth year of Hoshea king of Israel, Samaria was taken.

Hoshea's regin is reckoned to the fall of Samaria even though he was in jail. Like Judah, Israel has
multiple deportations. The chronological beginning of the exile commences with the removal of the
king in both cases.

The siege of Samaria was begun by Shamaneser, but he died, and Sargon completed the
seige in his second year. The text says "they took it," i.e. the Assyrians.

[and] it commenced in B.C. 722, and ended in B.C. 720. I account for the notice of the
capture of Samaria in the annals at B.C. 722, by supposing that Sargon, having commenced
the siege in that year, went on to describe its conclusion before mentioning the campagin of
B.C. 721, which was in a totally different district. In confirmation of this opinion, it may be
mentioned that the earliest inscription of Sargon, from which Extract XXVII. is taken, which
was made in B.C. 720, is silent as to the events of B.C. 722, and does not mention the
capture of Samaria.

From a consideration of the various texts, I judge the order of events to be: B.C. 722
Death of Shalmaneser, accession of Sargon, general revolt, Assyrians marched into Palestine
and beseiged Samaria. B.C. 721 Continuation of siege. B.C. 720 Sargon conquers Ilubihid
of Hamath, then marched to Samaria, which was stormed." (pg. 174-175, The Assyrian
Eponym Canon , George Smith, Heritiage Collection, LLU Lib).
