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"According to 1 Macc. X. 1, Alexander Balas raised himself to
the Syrian throne in the year 160 of the Seleucid era. According to
chap. X. 21, Jonathan put on the high priest's garments for the
first time "in the seventh month" of this same year 160 of the
Seleucid era, at the Feast of Tabernacles, therefore on the 15th of
Tizri" (pg. 40, First Division, Vol. 1, A History of the Jewish People
in the Time of Jesus Christ, Schurer; see Bibliography).

Now in the 160th year, it came about that Alexander, the son of 
Antiochus Epiphanes "We therefore do ordain thee this day the high 
priest of the Jews" a purple robe and a golden crown,  for at that time 
[Judas death] no high priest had been made (Jos. Ant. 13.2.1,2).   Onias, 
the last legitimate high priest fled to Egypt and built a temple.  (The year 
ASM 160 ended in the 8th month of the biblical  year, and Jonathan was 
made high priest in the 7th month at Tabernacles, it still being the 160th 
year.)

Antiochus IV died in
November or December.

When "the son of Onias the high priest" saw that the high priesthood would not be
returned to him by Jonathan's elevation, he decided to build a temple in Egypt
(Jospehus Ant,  XII.3.1 [62]; see also XII.2.3 [46].)
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
