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ON MT. MORIAH

()*) decided he would test Abraham’s faithfulness1 to know 
what was in his heart, whether he would keep His commandments or 
not.2 YHWH said, “Take now you only special son.”3 YHWH said, 
“your  only  special”  (+ ,-� �. ,�)   son.  For  Abraham had  another  son 
Ishmael. Likewise, Yeshua is YHWH’s only special son4, YHWH the 
son of YHWH5. “Go to the land of Moriah, and offer him there as a 
burnt  offering on one of the mountains of which I will  tell  you.”6 

Now on the first day Abraham proceeded to obey YHWH. He “rose 
early in  the  daybreak.”7   He  kept  silent  suffering.  So  also  Yeshua 
suffered in the morning8  keeping his silence.9   Abraham “bound his 
donkey”  �/0 �. �� �1 .10 So also Yeshua was bound on the first day.11 He 
“took two of his young men” “with his son.”12 So also the son of 
YHWH was crucified with two men, one on the right and one on the 
left.13 “And he split  trees (logs) of the ascending offering” (2 �3 �0 ,� �1�

��4�5�� �6/2 ).14 So Yeshua was crucified in tree,15 and upon a beam of 
cut wood. “And the Messenger of YHWH ascended in the flame of 
the altar” (Judges 13:20), “We shall surely die, because we have seen 
the Almighty” (vs. 22). Then Abraham “went to the place” (�
� �� ��). 
“But at the place (�
� �� ��) which YHWH your Almighty shall choose 
to place his name in, there you shall sacrifice the passover” (Deut. 16:6).

“Then on the third day Abraham lifted his eyes, and saw the place 
afar off” ( �
� ���� ��� �6 ,7 �� ). So on the third day Yeshua lifted his eyes 
and looked toward the Temple again. (cf. 2Kings 20:8 and Jonah 2:4). 
In the types Yeshua was crucified on the “third day” and in the types 
he rose on the “third day” (cf. Matthew 26:2; Mark 14:1; Gen. 40:13, 
19).
