The known sites are Göbekli Tepe, Karahan 
Tepe, Harbetsuvan Tepesi, Sefer Tepe, Taşlı 
Tepe, and Hamzan Tepe. These sites were not 
connected to Neolithic farming settlements, but 
were off by themselves on elevated rocky 
ground. My speculation is that archaeologists 
have stumbled onto Nimrod's hunting club, a 
secret society. That's why it was off by itself. 
Besides advocating for building a city to keep 
mankind in one place, Nimrod and his band of 
initiates probably also broke the command not 
to drink blood.  In this way they made a pact or 
league with Satan, the Sons of God, and the 
Nephilim, who conspired with them to corrupt 
the human race anew after the flood.

These men became early pagan priests, and 
drew others into their corruption and plans by 
inviting them to make pilgrimages to their 
temples.

Due to settlement on plains near rivers, and fear of 
floods, animals, and attack, villages had powerful 
incentives to build the height of their mounds. Due to 
mud brick houses, every 4 or 5 years, the houses were 
leveled out and new ones built on top. The 
paleoclimate was very wet at this time, leading to rapid 
dissolving of mud brick. Also villages would engineer 
river flows, dykes, and canals so that when it did flood, 
the silt would stay on the mound. A high mound meant 
good drainage also. The majority of a mound's volume 
is mudbrick sediment, then bone and shell middens.  
Less than 1% of the mass is actual discarded artifacts.

Peleg (divided) was named after 
the (split) at Babel. Psa. 55:9 
confirms his name is a 
memorial of the language 
confusion.

The reason that archaeologists feel they have to 
draw out pottery styles and rebuilding phases into 
deep time is a faulty world view and faulty c14 
dating. Riverine valleys were carbon reservoirs. C14 
dates for this period are 4 to 6 thousand years too 
old.  C14 dates are also messed up by Bayesian 
methods that award statistical weight to deep time. 
Considering the intelligence of post flood man, the 
cultural and technical developments flowed at a 
rapid pace, exposing the ridiculousness of the 
conventional timeline.

Dialects of the original language survived Babbel, 
because their peoples had not obeyed Nimrod, and 
had spread out as the Most High had commanded 
them.

The main reason for adopting new pottery styles 
was preference and technical developments.  
Good styles replaced inferior. Sometimes bad 
economic times meant making pooer styles, 
especially in larger cities.

The old paradgim of development is blown away 
by the evidence. Pottery neolithic means that 
stone tools, hunting and gathering, farming, 
house building, and pottery making were all used 
by the same people at the same time.  Generally, 
sites having only stone tools were hunting camps 
or camps for processing food sources, animals, 
fish, and shell fish. These same people actually 
had simple houses in the settlements.
