The latter is
omitted from the
fragmentary  king  lists
compiled long after due to
his ignominious defeat in
Canaan and  damnatio
memoriae, which allowed
the Shimashki Elamites to
grow stronger until they
also vanquished Ur IIL. In
this age, no nation admits
its  inferiority to its
domestic population, and
so in Ur III bilateral trade
is represented as tribute,
and trade by Elam is
represented

magnanimous gifts. There
is no telling from domestic
claims  about  another
nation who is really the
boss. But Genesis 14
makes it clear that the
Elamites were in control
of the coalition that
extracted tribute  from
Eastern Canaan, and Ur IIT
was one of the junior
partners. Amar-Suen (aka
Amraphel) heads the list
due to claims of control,
but Kudar-Lagomer is
really in control of the
alliance. Amar-Suen is
known to have survived
the encounter in Canaan,
but it was a turning point
for Ur III, and the
Shimashki Elamites
moved into the vacuum
left by the Awan Elamites.

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It is likely that Mari is not
mentioned in the alliance
because it was in vassalage
to Elam by its Ur III proxy.
Mari and Ebla had been
adversaries for quite some
time at this point. Mari was
left intact because it
submitted to the alliance,
and no doubt helped
overthrow Ebla.
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
