Hazael the Syrian takes everything east of 
the Jordan river away from Israel.

Jehoiada the high priest dies a son of 130. 2 Chron. 24:15.  Let it be considered 
that this is twice the normal age; that Jewish sources list more high priests than 
can be accomodated by this age between Jehoiada and Solomon; that he 
married the daughter of Jehoram of Judah, and that an age of 130 years would 
imply a great age disaparity between him and his wife; and that the era of 
division comes up to 130 at this time. Also consider that a high priest would be 
expected to be married in a timely manner to carry on the line. Also these 
considerations are so unusual that they ought to have been noted.  The easier 
theory then is that the 130 years are the era of the division of the kiingdom, and 
that the chronicler is reminding us that this era is still being counted out by 
giving the death date of Jehoiada in terms of the era of division.

The Shalmaneser II synchronisms to Ahab and Jehu fix Assyrian chronology going upwards here, 
and Adad-Nirari's 5th year cannot be before Jehoash of Israel can pay tribute. This fixes the number 
of missing eponymn during the Assyrian civil war at exactly six. The Assyrian chronology is 
anchored downward by the 809 BC solar eclipse in the 9th year of Ashur-Dan II.

Seven years of revolt are recorded in the eponym canon, but all the years of revolt were in the
non-eponymous years, save one, the 36th year of Shalmaneser III. The six revolt notices in
italics were misplaced by later scribes because they did not have eponymous years to associate
them with, so they backdated the one genuine revolt notice in the 36th year of Shalmaneser III
by three years, and also forward by three years erasing the six years.

The civil war was ended by Babylonian intervention, and by a treaty at its end making the Assyrian 
king an inferiror party. Marduk-zâkir-šumi's reign was more than 36 years, at least from the 8th of 
Shalmaneser III to the 1st of Shamshi-Adad V, and included the six years of revolt without 
eponyms.
