The Seleucid Era

Tan column: Syrio-Macedonian method of counting Seleucid Era (SE), which was
eventually adopted by Hellenistic Jews living in the Seleucid Empire. The Greek
calendar began their year with the first new moon after the fall equinox, a month they
called Dios, which usually corresponds to the month of October. This month almost
always corresponded to the 8th month on the biblical calendar, but non-Hellenistic
Jews mapped this era to begin with Tishri 1 at a later period.
