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The 15th year of Tiberius began Tishri 1 according to Jewish reckoning (which was Sept 8/9, 
AD 28) and on Jan 1, AD 29 by the Roman accession year method, and on October 9th, AD 
28, according to the Syro-Macedonian calendar. These dates begin the 15th year according to 
the standard year of three cultures, Jewish, Roman, and Greek. This date is absolutely secure, 
being vouchsafed by Scripture, and is the only way of reckoning known, there being no others, 
and no evidence for any other reckoning. But they claim Tiberius 15th year was calculated 2 
or 3 years earlier due to a coregency they asssume, (to uphold their deception). Even if there 
was a coregency, it is common for such years to be omitted from regnal calculation. In this 
case, the coin datings prove Tiberius' regin was not backdated before Augustus died. And 
these were the very coins used in Antioch....

Yeshua's Baptism; almost age 30

Temple signs begin, lasting 40 years prior to AD 70, because the 
leaders rejected Messiah. Yoma 39b. The signs were warnings 
against the leaders, not the Temple Services.

40 days temptation during traditional 40 days of Teshuvah, Elul 1 to Tishri 10, and prob. exactly those days (Aug. 30 to Oct. 8).  
Yeshua therefore was probably hungry on Sabbath morning Tishri 11. After being tempted/tested that day also, the angels provided 
food for him. Mat 4:1-11; Mark 1:12-13; Luke 4:1-13. In AD 29, Elul was 29 days long, so the 40 days also includes Tishri 11. 
This forty days imitates Moshe's third forty day fast during the same time period in 1632 BC.
