The counting was started on the day after the Passover Shabbat, on Nisan 16, which was Friday dawn to Sabbath dawn, and it finishes
up to seven days after the seventh Sabbath. So we must understand tomorrow to be a day afer, seven Sabbaths affer in seven seven-day
periods, and up toseven days after the seventh Sabbath.
